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Legislation

A 260 pieces of legislation examined across 10 Provinces and 3
Territories.

ATerms and concepts of biosecurity were rarely discovered i
required interpretation.

ABiosecurity and its processes were mentioned directly in only a
few sections.

AMany of the statutes were several decades old.

V Service sector employees and equipment must
follow biosecurity procedures on arrival, at work

and upon departure.
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Farm to Farm Movements i Some Basics

V Cleaning and disinfection has three
stages:
- removal of visible debris
- application of a disinfectant
- contact time

V Friends and casual visitors should Farmstart
avoid production areas.

V The presence of simple
tools (logbook) make
people stop and think.

V Identification of recent
contacts is vital to effective
containment.
